Decoupling CO2 emissions from growth

• Energy and CO2 intensity of our economy has
been declining, yet an estimated two thirds of
greenhouse gas emissions are produced abroad

• 2050 Climate Strategy sets goal of net zero by 
2050

• As part of EIG (Environmental Integrity Group) we
regularly call for more ambitious climate targets
at UNFCCC COPs

• Liechtenstein supported the UNGA resolution
calling for an ICJ advisory opinion on the
obligations of States in respect of climate change
